Certain years are definitely
more challenging than oth-
ers and this year was such
a year. Besides being
overrun with mama cats
and kittens, we had five
dogs arrive for help. It
sent us scrambling for fos-
ter homes. Luckily we had
several families that
stepped up and opened
their homes and hearts to
care for these dogs.

The first dog to arrive was
a small black terrier with
Corgi style ears. We
named her Lucy. She was
found living under a car in
the "Drug Warehouse"
parking lot. She did test
positive for heartworms
and began treatments. At
five years old, she had
some rough bouts with
joint pain caused from the
heartworm injections.
However she remained
extremely loving and for
her sweet nature she has
been rewarded with a for-
ever home.

Molly, a mini Dachshund,
was found at night all
alone on a country road.
She is about a year and
half old. The vet deter-
mined that it appeared that
she had had several litters
and was most likely used
as a breed dog. A deci-

sion was made to place
Molly with a retired couple
that had another mini
Dachshund and where she
would be treated as a lov-
ing member of the family.

Prince arrived almost at
the same time as Molly.
He is a five month old
white terrier with tan spots
and big ears. He was
found on Adams around
5pm trying to lick melted
chocolate off the boule-
vard. He is a very ener-
getic puppy and has found
his forever home which
includes two young boys
with whom he can play.

Audrey arrived late one
afternoon at ARF's door-
step. She had been
picked up wandering the
streets. Her eyes looked
out from matted fur that
surrounded her entire
body. During the 3 1/2
hour process, the groomer
not only found lots of fleas,
but mold. Audrey is about
five years old and had
been spayed. She weighs
about ten pounds. It did
not take long for her to find
her forever home.

The last to arrive was
Lola. The vet is guessing
her to be a Dachs-
hund/Wire Haired Terrier
mix. She looks like a
Bengi dog. She weighs
only about ten pounds and
is extremely sweet. Her
goal in life is to sit on your
lap for as long as you will
let her. She was also
found wandering the
streets and covered in
fleas, had ear mites and
hookworms. All  were
treated and cured. She
went to her forever family
in late November.

All the dogs mentioned
above might not have had
such a happy outcome if
ARF had been unable to
find temporary placement
for them.
