This federal act would pro-
hibit Class B Dealers and 
unlicensed individuals from 
selling dogs and cats to 
research laboratories. 

Class B Dealers are peo-
ple who collect dogs and 
cats to sell to the research 
industry.  They sometimes 
obtain their animals 
through illegal or unethical 
means, such as by re-
sponding to ñfree to good 
homeò ads in newspapers,  
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falsifying records to keep 
the true origins of the 
animals unknown and 
stealing pets kept out-
side in yards.  They also 
buy animals in bulk from 
ñbunchersò, whose meth-
ods are even more ques-
tionable. 

Eliminating Class B 
Dealers will also take 
away the profit motive of 
bunchers, providing a 
much-needed safety net 
to ensure beloved pets 

are not stolen or acquired 
under false pretenses and 
sold to facilities that test on 
animals.
