Very Interesting Cat Facts  

Cats are the most fascinat-
ing creatures with features 
that set them apart from 
the rest of the animal king-
dom. 

Ears  

Cats have 32 muscles that 
control the outer ear.  Hu-
mans have 6 muscles.  
The extra muscles allow 
them to rotate their ears 
like radar dishes to pin 
point the source of a 
sound.  They can rotate 
each ear independently 
180 degrees and can turn 
in the direction of the 
sound 10 times faster than 
the best watch dog. 

Eyes  

In relation to their body 
size, cats have the largest 
eyes of any mammal.  
They see about 6 times  

  

better than a human at 
night, and need 1/6 the 
amount of light that a hu-
man does due to a layer of 
extra reflecting cells which 
absorb light.  Recent studies 
have shown that cats can 
see blue and green. 

A cat cannot see directly 
under its nose.  This is why 
the cat cannot seem to find 
tidbits on the floor. 

A large majority of white 
cats with blue eyes are 
deaf.  White cats with only 
one blue eye are deaf only 
in the ear closest to the blue 
eye. 

Body  

A cat has 250 bones in his 
body, compared to 206 in 
humans.  Almost 10% of a 
catôs bones are in her tail, 
and the tail is used to main- 

tain balance.  The domes-
tic cat is the only species 
able to hold its tail verti-
cally while walking. 

Cats use more than 500 
muscles to leap, jump, 
and sprint.  These mus-
cles are so powerful that if 
you had them, your thighs 
would be as big as your 
waist and you could jump 
from the ground to the top 
of a house. 

Cats do not have a collar-
bone, so they can fit 
through any opening the 
size of their head. 

Teeth 

Adult cats have a total of 
30 teeth compared to hu-
mans who have 32 teeth 
(including wisdom teeth).

Cats have AB blood 
groups just like people 
and can donate blood to 
other cats.

Myth:  Itôs better to have 
one litter before spaying a 
female cat. 

Fact:  Every litter counts.  
Medical evidence shows 
that females spayed be-
fore their first heat are typi-
cally healthier. 

Myth:  I want my children 
to experience the miracle 
of birth. 

Fact:  The miracle of birth 
is quickly overshadowed 
by the thousands of ani-
mals euthanized in animal 
shelters all across the 
country.  Teach children 
that all life is precious by 
spaying and neutering 
your pets. 

Myth:  But my pet is a 
purebred. 

Fact:  So is at least one 
out of every four pets 
brought to animal shelters.  
There are just too many 
dogs and catsðmixed 
breed and purebred.  
About half of all animals 
entering shelters are 
euthanized. 

 

 

Myth:  I want my dog to be 
protective. 

Fact:  It is a dogôs natural 
instinct to protect home 
and family.  A dogôs per-
sonality is formed more by 
genetics and environment 
than by sex hormones. 

Myth:  I donôt want my 
male dog or cat to feel like 
less of a male. 

Fact:  Pets donôt have any 
concept of sexual identify 
or ego.  Neutering will not 
change a petôs basic per-
sonality.  He doesnôt suffer 
any kind of emotional reac-
tion or identity crisis when 
neutered. 

Myth:  My pet will get fat 
and lazy. 

Fact:  The truth is that 
most pets get fat and lazy 
because their owners feed 
them too much and donôt 
give them enough exer-
cise. 

Myth:  But my dog (or cat) 
is so special, I want a 
puppy (or kitten) just like 
her. 

  

Fact:  Your petôs puppies or 
kittens have an unlikely 
chance of being a carbon 
copy of your pet.  Even pro-
fessional breeders cannot 
make this guarantee.  
There are shelter pets wait-
ing for homes who are just 
as cute, smart, sweet, and 
loving as your own. 

Myth:  Itôs expensive to 
have my pet spayed or neu-
tered. 

Fact:  There are a number 
of affordable options in our 
area.  (See page 3)  

Myth:  Iôll find good homes 
for all the puppies and kit-
tens. 

Fact:  You may find homes 
for your petôs puppies and 
kittens.  But you can only 
control what decisions you 
make with your own pet, not 
the decisions other people 
make with theirs.  Your 
petôs puppies and kittens, or 
their puppies and kittens, 
could end up in an animal 
shelter, as one of the many 
homeless pets in every 
community competing for a 
home.  Will they be one of 
the lucky ones?  

A catôs heart beats about 
twice as fast as your 
heartðabout 110 to 140 
times a minute in the aver-
age cat. 

To purr, cats use extra tis-
sue in the larynx (voice 
box).  This tissue vibrates 
when they purr. 

Both humans and cats have 
identical regions in the brain 
responsible for emotion, 
and a catôs brain is more 
similar to a manôs brain 
than that of a dog.
