
 

 

Animal Rescue Foundation 
of Bartlesville (ARF) annu-
ally participates in Spay 
Day USA, celebrated on 
the last Tuesday of Febru-
ary. Spay Day USA is 
a national campaign 
of The Humane Society of 
the United States (HSUS) 
to promote the many bene-
fits of spay/neuter, which 
includes life-saving health 
benefits, improvement 
in pet behavior, and less-
ens the burden on animal 
shelters and taxpayers. 
Since Spay Day USA's 
inception in 1995, partici-
pants have altered an esti-
mated 1,386,000 animals. 

ARF's mission statement 
includes educating the 
public on animal welfare 
issues, and promoting the 
spay/neuter of pets as the 
only solution to pet over-
population.  ARF believes 
the Spay Day USA cam-
paign is a perfect opportu-
nity to further edu-
cate people on the impor-
tance of the spay/neuter 
of dogs and cats in our 
community. 

The solution to the over-
population of unwanted 
dogs and cats is not an 
easy one and requires 
the involvement of an en-
t i r e  c o m m u -

nity.  Individuals can do 
their part by having their 
pets spayed or neutered. 

It cannot be stressed 
enough the importance of 
educating friends and fam-
ily about the many prob-
lems associated with the 
overpopulation of cats and 
dogs, and encourage them 
to have their pets spayed 
or neutered. 

Consider the fact that in 
six short years, one female 
dog and her offspring can 
give birth to hundreds of 
puppies. And, in seven 
years, one cat and her 
young can produce hun-
dreds of kittens.

The vet said I would de-
liver in about three weeks, 
but I fooled him and went 
into labor within two 
weeks. I delivered six 
beautiful kittens; 2 black & 
white, 2 Calicos and 2 
Torti. 

Within 10-14 days my ba-
bies opened their eyes.  
They all became very ac-
tive after about five weeks. 

I love 
being a mother and have 
taken on several other cats 
that need a little TLC every 
now and then. 

I am enjoying living at ARF 
but would like a forever 
home.  I loved my babies 
but if my previous owner 
had spayed me at 5-6 
months of age, I would 
have never known about 
kittens and would never 
have had to be a mother.

The discussion of pet over-
populat ion  and the 
spay/neuter of animals of-
ten leads to the sobering 
statistics of unwanted dogs 
and cats that are left to die 
on the streets or end up 
in animal shelters, to be 
euthanized because there 
are not enough homes for 
millions of unwanted ani-
mals. However, that is only 
part of the story. 

If you think the problem of 
animal overpopulation is 
only an animal issue, you 
would be wrong.  Accord-
ing to HSUS, shelter 
workers nationwide are 
forced to euthanize an

million homeless cats 
and dogs each year , at 
an average cost to taxpay-
ers of $176 per animal.  
USA Today, June 23, 
1998, pg. 1 stated that it 
costs U.S. taxpayers an 
estimated $2 billion each 
year to round up, house, 
euthanize and dispose of 
homeless animals. 

The cost of the surgery 
varies and is often used as 
a reason for not having 
pets sterilized. Pet owners 
a r e  e n c o u r a g e d 
to contact different veteri-
narian clinics and compare 
costs.  If you discover the 
cost is just too much for 
your family budget,  there 

are several programs in 
the Bartlesville area to 
help reduce the cost of 
having your pet spayed or 
neutered.          Call ARF 
at 766-0991 for more infor-
mation about our on-going 
$25 discount coupon pro-
gram co-sponsored by 
C o n c o P h i l l i p s  t o 
help reduce the cost of 
spay/neuter.

We are 
very bonded and must be 
adopted together.  Raquel 
cannot seem to get her 
face and ears cleaned, so I 
have to do it for her.
