If they are moving into a
rental property, get writ-
ten permission in ad-

Contact their local
animal shelter, hu-
mane society or res-
cue group before they
move . If a shelter
agrees to take the pet,
they should provide
medical records, behav-
ior information and any-
thing else that might
help the pet find a new,
home.
